


4. Communication skills, using oral and written standard English, such that students will be able to: 

a. 



f. recognize safety hazards and situations and respond accordingly to minimize risk to self 
and others. 

g. cooperate with students, faculty and other professionals toward an accepted goal of 
sound academic learning and patient care. 

h. conduct interactions with people from a diversity of backgrounds – including other 
students, faculty, clinical affiliate staff, patients and the public – that are professional, 
appropriate, considerate and tactful. 

i. maintain standards of ethics, compassion, honesty, and responsibility without 
compromise.  This applies to the student’s own as well as others’ responsibility to be 
forthright concerning possible errors, to evaluate behaviors, to maintain confidentiality 
and to improve or help others to improve.  Criminal behavior is inadmissible in any 
academic setting, including classrooms, laboratories, and clinical settings. Entrance into 
clinical affiliates requires a criminal background check at the student’s expense to 
document lack of unacceptable behavior.   

j.  refrain from use of alcohol and other substances of abuse.  Entrance into clinical affiliates 
requires that candidates pass a drug test.  Alcohol, cannabis,
